If any parents, grandparents, aunties, uncles, friends.... would like to attend this second part of the 
proceedings (maybe those who have been involved with the Friends of Oxenhope School or who have 
known Mike well over many years), they are welcome to do so and should obtain a ticket from the school 
office in advance of the day.

(Admission to this second half of the festivities will be by ticket or invitation only.)
